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Scenario: This year, you are going to become an EXPERT on two Japanese prefectures. ( We will have many opportunities for you to share what YOU are learning about those prefectures, and along the way you will learn from your classmates about their “expert prefectures” as well. 

The information you collect throughout the year will be kept in aたんけんのノート. Each component of the project that is entered into this たんけんのノート will count as an individual grade. 

Task: The first steps for you outside of class are to… 
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1.) Design a cover (ひょうし) for your たんけんのノート.           

The cover of your たんけんのノート should include/incorporate: 
· Your name

· The name of your Prefectures
· Simple maps (an outline of the shape, and the name of your prefectures)
**To EXCEED EXPECTATIONS (and go for the A+) you may wish to include ‘extra’ images from your prefecture such as: geographical/tourist landmarks, prefectural symbols (flag, emblem, flower) etc.

2.)  Create the きほんのじょうほう section.   (first few pages of your notebook, HANDWRITTEN!)

Page 4 and 6 – ちず: Labeled map(s) of your prefectures and surrounding area with all prefectures labeled and your prefecture emphasized; the goal is to show where your prefecture is visually and to show what else is around it! The capital and surrounding prefectures/water/major mountains should be labeled. 

D. Page 5 and 7 – はた: image of the prefecture’s flag with appropriate colors/symbols with a written description of what the colors/symbols on the flag represent
